First time director, Catherine Jelski poignantly explores a serious problem in today’s society. “Getting your 15 minutes of fame”. Normal people laugh at the idea, but what if that expression is real to you? Even expected? Thus THE YOUNG UNKNOWNS, a painful and uncompromising look at the empty lives being played out in Los Angeles. A modern day version of ‘Less Than Zero’ that allows the audience to witness four youths deterioration while in pursuit of fame and fortune. Difficult to watch, the film features four striking performances that are edgy, original, unflinching and hard to forget. 

Follow twenty something Charlie Fox (Devon Gummersall) who lives a life most dream of: Without a material want in the world. The road to fame has a cost and in one week he crashes and burns emotionally simply because he wouldn’t listen to his ever-logical, down-to-earth, girlfriend Paloma(Arly Jover). She reminds Charlie that love and compassion are the real meaning of life but her futile attempts land her “out the door”. Meanwhile, encouraging Charlie’s train wreck, Joe(Eion Bailey),his side-kick and best friend. A sketchy character, unaware of anything but the next good time. Into this mix he drags Cassandra (Leslie Bibb), a vain model who cares more about her nails than reality. Watch their world implode as the entire pleasure binge ends with unexpected consequences and a little less than zero.
