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One, two, three, picture…

The girls are back and friskier then ever in this reimagining of the Survivor concept, T&A parodies and sophomoric humor! This bosom-proud parody of takes six women (five former Penthouse Pets and a lone Playboy Playmate) to the Pacific island of Butta Cheeka in a joyfully silly exercise in tropical survival of the nudist! 

In many ways, "Bare Naked Survivor" is the ultimate family film, oh who are we kidding – it’s for pervs, men and people aged teen to well whatever who just want to watch stupid humor and nice… boobs!  For the Gen Y, Gen X and men, enjoying "Bare Naked Survivor, Again" is a no-brainer. For the jaded middle-aged men shouldering the cruelty of the aging process and facing the panic of mid-life crisis, "Bare Naked Survivor" offers a distant memory breeze which recalls the long-lost fun of thumbing through illicit copies of Penthouse or Playboy. For old, old men whose initial introduction to sex appeal came via Betty Grable or perhaps even Jean Harlow, "Bare Naked Survivor" provides peerless academic assistance in providing a glimpse of what today's young wolves are howling at. And for men who fit into a certain 10% of the population, "Bare Naked Survivor" provides 96 minutes worth of target practice to fire off Paul Lynde-style witticisms at the jiggle parade marching across the screen. 

But what could women get out of "Bare Naked Survivor"? Short-tempered women will find a strong flame to heat their bile. However, intelligent ladies with a gift for sociological irony will find slight bemusement in viewing how this ultra-soft core parody lives up the ancient tenets of striptease: offer more tease than strip and watch the guys turn into putty. There really is very little here to raise anger: "Bare Naked Survivor" is so heavily tongue-in-Butta Cheeka that it is well fricking stupid and crude and just plain silly.  

To its credit, the film offers some funny send-ups of "Survivor": French contestant Babette relies on her Gallic heritage for avoiding problems in eating snails and going days without showering, while hard-as-nails ex-Navy Seal Ruby gruffly recalls wartime heroism with an anecdote on how she immobilized an Iraqi terrorist with her breasts. A "Naked Day" contest is embraced with far too much enthusiasm by the ladies here and the scheming for product endorsements and book deals eventually overshadows the back-biting associated with the game. At one point the film turns into an Abbott and Costello trip when a gorilla emerges from the jungle to menace the ladies. Just how a gorilla snagged a Pacific residence never quite explained (well it is alluded too but you must pay attention the artwork). Throw in BigFoot, Elvis and some Scuba Diving and this film has it all plus a wicked little homage to Sam Raimi – but again you must pay attention.
The gals look great in the surf and sand and the film sails along merrily without a care or a trace of pretension. 

For pure no-cal fun, "Bare Naked Survivor" is a delicious!

Production notes:

Where did you shoot?

Off Santa Barbara, in the mountains and on a boat. Plus some helicopter work in Hawaii!

Q: Where did you find the women?

Lenny Juliano is a veteran of the T&A scene and he brought in several of the girls who still agreed to work with him even after all his arrests for (kidding here) plus Shaun Hill found some of the others in the food stamp line.  Each of the girls were great to work with and good campers – or I mean they were all Divas and we would never work with them again! (whichever story you like better).   

Q: Who came up with the idea?

Allen Glazier did. He hired Randy and Jimmy (a Simpsons connection) to write it. Although a large portion was ad-libbed by the girls. Julie K. Smith in particular came up with some great stuff from her Iraq war days – but if an Iraqi claims that he or she gave her the stories – we don’t comment on Classified materials do we Dick Cheney?
Q: Why make this movie?

Duh. Plus the girls were really sweet. Alexus Winston is a laugh riot and Aimee Sweet is actually very talented. So talented we gave her a part in an Indie short where she got to keep her clothes on! Shauna O’Brien is the consummate pro – she did a dance scene where the boombox crapped out and she just winged it!  A delight all round and we’d love to work with any of them again. Well except for the director Oscar, what a f**kin jerk – that guy can go to hell. Plus it was fun – beach, boobs, harmless fun.

Q: Any other films you used as inspiration prior to shooting?

Sam Raimi’s “Army of Darkness” – we did an homage shot to him. Plus Allen relied on “Black Sunday” and “Braveheart” for plot lines. Howard Stern for some laugh moments – he did remind us that farts, poop and sex can always be utilized for laughter, Abbott & Costello and the old Big Foot Movies.
Q: Any challenges you didn’t anticipate?

Shooting with no lighting budget and making the girls look beautiful. Easy you think, but although they are all beautiful, everyone needs help at 5 AM and keeping motivated at midnight when it’s freezing! Also the lookie-loos who kept bothering the girls, the Jagermeister which always ran out and the freezing cold Pacific Ocean!
Q: Any advice for other filmmakers or fans?

Hire a good still photographer. We had a great one in Jon Rutkowski plus the ladies love him. Make it fun for the girls and treat ‘em to a nice dinner – we sprung for Denny’s and Red Lobster mind you. There are other filmmakers who mine this genre that are outright rude to the girls and treat them like shit. And last item – don’t hit on them – if they want to sleep with you – they will – if you hit on them – you just piss them off.
