Brian Flint was a 37 year old banker who yearned to change his life and escape the corporate rat race. He discovers the flying trapeze and sets upon a journey to become part of the greatest circus of all time, Cirque du Soleil. Kevin was a first time filmmaker determined to tell the story of his brother. An uplifting story of hope, determination and perseverance, Catching Dreams, filmed over eight years all across the globe, documents the extraordinary quest of twin brothers committed to making their dreams a reality.
Kevin Flint
Director – Cinematographer
A film school graduate from California State University, Long Beach in 1988, Kevin dreamed of becoming a filmmaker since he saw Star Wars in 1977. It wasn’t until 2001 that Kevin found the story that would become his first feature film. His twin brother decided to quit his banking career to pursue a new career as a professional trapeze artist with the most elite circus in the world, Cirque du Soleil. Filmed across the globe over 8 years, the resulting film was the multiple award winning documentary, Catching Dreams. 
Starting his own production company in 2008, Kevin has been the Director/Director of Photography on numerous projects, including the feature film The Ridley Project, which he shot and directed on location in Costa Rica. He lensed the award winning feature documentary On Sacred Ground, the story of Native Americans continued struggle to preserve sacred sites in South Dakota, along with the indie homeless drama Wake-up Call.  More recently, Kevin shot the massively popular documentary Craigslist Joe while also directing and shooting the environmental feature, Hot Water, about Uranium mining and its health impact on surrounding communities. Up next is The Long Way Home, a father/son story set along the Appalachian Trail.
Brian Flint 
Acrobat/ Actor-Producer
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Brian had a dream typical of most athletic boys. He wanted to win a gold medal in the Olympics. He got close to his dream, making the U.S. National Water Polo Team, but was cut from the Olympic squad prior to the 1984 Los Angeles Games. Crushed by his failure to make the Olympics, Brian hung up his speedo, received his degree in Business Management at California State University, Long Beach and began a career in banking. Ten years into his career, Brian felt he had made a mistake. He was an athlete and he wanted to do something athletic before it was too late. It wasn’t until he saw a Cirque du Soleil show in Las Vegas that he had an epiphany. He was so inspired by the show and the acrobats that he decided to become one of them! His twin brother Kevin decided to make a documentary film about his dream quest to be cast in the most elite circus in the world and the resulting film was Catching Dreams. Not only did Brian star in the film, but also served as a Producer.
Brian is also pursuing acting, starring in two of Kevin’s subsequent films, The Ridley Project and Wake-Up Call. Up next for Brian is hosting the Documentary feature film, The Abzu: Man’s First Civilization to be shot on location in South Africa.
