         Cruel World


Nine college age contestants, culled from over 50,000 applicants, are excited about the prospect of winning a million dollars on the hottest new reality show. Claude Markham, a scary guy, is driving them and filming them at the same time. They are on their way to the Anderson home, where Catherine and her new husband Daniel are getting ready to go to Tahiti. Catherine won the mansion and a million dollars on "Lovers Lane," a reality show where she picked her husband. But she's in for a surprise - Phillip Markham (Claude's brother) sneaks up on her, and informs her that he is producing the new show and he is still quite upset about the fact that he loved her, but she rejected him on "Lovers Lane." Now he wants his revenge, and he gets it, by killing Daniel and apparently doing the same to her.

The nine contestants pull up, oblivious to the heinous activities that preceded their arrival. They all receive text messages on their cell phones to leave them at the door. At first, it looks like this is going to be a blast - the best and the brightest are going to be in some serious competition, but things get dark very quickly. Phillip keeps constant tabs on the crowd with a bank of hidden cameras, and the first task is for them to lock themselves in a bug and mud infested coffin, find the key and get themselves out. Ruby, a beautiful and rugged Hawaiian, is the first one out, and she is instructed to let everyone else out.  Her prize is the use of the gorgeous master suite, and she invites Gina, a chic Mexican-American co-ed from UCSD, to join her for a steamy Jacuzzi, which Phillip enjoys watching in his "control room."

But Ruby starts to get the creeps and talks about leaving, and after the next challenge, in which the group are decked out in prison garb and ball and chains, she is drowned when she is dropped into the pool with her "gear." Gina tries to escape and is buried alive in the desert by Claude.

Now there are seven left, but they are oblivious to the fact that two have not gone home, they are dead. In fact, in a cruel twist of fate, their next task is to cut up a cow, and Ruby's dead body is inside it, so when they cut their assigned sections of meat, they are actually getting some of her too. The next one to want to bail is Mikko, a cute Asian student from Princeton, who is a martial arts expert. She tries to escape and makes a valiant effort to flee Claude's brutal charge, but alas, it's not enough, and she is locked in the hot tool shed, left to die.

The next game is a paint ball challenge, and Techno, a handsome poet from Columbia, is the victim after Claude slices and dices him, despite the fact that Techno made every effort to be extremely accommodating. Meanwhile, two local Sheriffs, Boyle and Grady, start to suspect strange activities, especially after they find Gina's body buried in a nearby shallow grave, and question Phillip, but he sweet talks them out of any further interrogation.

But as Phillip goes back to his business, it becomes evident that Catherine is still very much alive, but is being tortured by her captor. Her eyelids are clamped open and she is being forced to continually watch "Lovers Lane," while being strapped to a wheelchair. Some of the contestants are starting to get suspicious, and they find themselves watching a biographical surreal horror film of the young Claude and Phillip and their tortured childhoods. They were seriously abused by horrible parents and they ended up killing them, and the scars of their horrific childhoods have made them the seriously deranged sadists they are today.

Collin, a New Englander attending UCLA, is the next to go, as he is axed in the back. Now there are only four left - Jenny (UCSB design major), Bobby (charming and witty from UConn), Ashley (Southern belle from Alabama) and Jack (very fashionable, possibly closet gay, from NYU Law School). Phillip offers them pizza, since they have been seriously starved. The pizza boy arrives and they plead with him to get help, except the pizza boy is Phillip, so they're not going anywhere.


The next event is endurance, and they are forced to stand on a small stump all day. Jack slips off first, and he's killed when he is dropped from the roof with a noose around his neck. At this point, everyone knows how depraved their hosts are, and they are scared to death. Ashley decides to sneak out through a vent, but is caught and decapitated by Claude, her head rolled down the steps as a warning to the remaining two.

Phillip shows off the carnage (the dead contestants) in a meat freezer, and finally kills Catherine, expecting Jenny to take her place, although his brother also wants her. Bobby tries to fight back but is strangled, like Jack, and Jenny is the only one left. The two deputies arrive, again responding to suspicious activities, and despite the fact that Deputy Grady's hand has been severed by Phillip, and he's shot multiple times, he is still alive (thanks to a bullet proof vest). Jenny miraculously escapes after the deputies catch Claude. Phillip, who was trying to find Jenny, also got away, and when he saw the cops come back, he gives up his search and speed off into the distance.

A year later, Jenny, the lone survivor, is reporting from the scene of the crime, and receives a text message on her cell phone to leave her cell phone at the door, and she nervously looks around, afraid of finding Phillip…as a hand comes into frame on her shoulder…..

Edward Furlong plays Philip Markham, the deranged runner-up that holds a group of co-eds hostage on the set of his own fictitious reality show, in the film “Cruel World.”

A powerful performer, and one of Hollywood’s hottest young stars, Furlong has amassed an impressive resume in a relatively short career, starring in both mainstream and independent films.

Finishing a busy year of filming, Furlong will appear in several upcoming movies, including the independent film “Visitation,” alongside Kelly Lynch and Martin Donovan for director Robby Henson; “Jimmy and Judy,” which follows him and co-star Rachael Bella on an intriguing road trip; and “Venice Underground” in which Furlong will star as a narcotics officer sucked into the dark world of drug lords.

Furlong most recently wrapped “Wicked Prayer” for Dimension Films, starring opposite Oscar-nominated actor Dennis Hopper, Tara Reid, David Boreanaz and Macy Gray.  Furlong played the title character Jimmy Cuervo in the movie, which marks the reprisal of the cult classic “The Crow.”

He was also seen opposite Willem Dafoe in the critically acclaimed prison drama, “Animal Factory,” directed by Steve Buscemi for Franchise Pictures. The film screened to great reviews at last year’s Sundance Film Festival.

Born in Glendale, California, Furlong had no acting ambitions until casting agent Mali Finn, who instantly recognized his abilities, approached him. Finn suggested him for the role of ‘John Connor’ in the 1991 movie “Terminator 2: Judgment Day,” opposite Arnold Schwarzenegger and Linda Hamilton. For this career-starting role, Furlong earned an MTV Movie Award for Best Breakthrough Role and a Saturn Sci-Fi Award for Best Young Actor.

From there, Furlong took an unconventional route through Hollywood, working predominately in the independent film arena. His work has included starring opposite Jeff Bridges in “American Heart,” for which he was nominated for an IFP Spirit Award for Best Supporting Actor, “A Home of Our Own” with Kathy Bates, “Little Odessa” with Tim Roth, “The Grass Harp” with Walter Matthau, and Barbet Schroeder’s “Before and After” starring opposite Meryl Streep and Liam Neeson. Most recently, he starred opposite Edward Norton in Tony Kaye’s controversial and gripping drama, “American History X,” as well as the hit comedy “Pecker” for John Waters and “Detroit Rock City.”

Pressly recently wrapped filming on the independent feature film “Venus & Vegas” with Donald Faison, Kaye Thomas, Rosalyn Sanchez and Molly Sims.  Pressly was recently seen in the highly anticipated TNT movie, “Evel Knievel” in which she starred as Evel’s (George Eads) wife. Franzese, a third generation Italian born in Brooklyn, New York moved to Ft. Lauderdale, Florida at the age of 9 with his mother Denise and father, lounge singer Ralph "R.J." Franzese. 

He landed his first commercial at the age 11, but his mother decided acting wasn't a life for a young kid and told him to perform in school until he was old enough to decide if he wanted a career of it.  Later, Franzese attended college at Florida School of the Arts majoring in Musical Theater. He left in 1998 to perform in regional theater. Shortly after he made his first breakthrough earning a Carbonell nomination as Best Supporting Actor in a Musical for “A Tree Grows in Brooklyn” which helped him land a role in the National Broadway Tour of "Tony and Tina's Wedding." 

His real break came when casting director Carmen Cuba and director Larry Clark discovered him in a South Florida club and cast him in a lead role in Clark's movie “Bully” (2001).

Raised in a musical family, Howard and his siblings performed together throughout Canada singing and dancing and were often referred to as the “Jackson 5 of Canada.”  Wanting to create his own identity outside of the family group, Howard began playing the trumpet.  His talent was recognized immediately and he was offered an opportunity to play with the prominent Beefeaters Band at age 13.  His first gig was at Buckingham Palace and he continued to travel the globe with the band for several years.  

It was during this tour that Howard’s eyes were truly opened to the world and he realized that, while music is his passion, he felt compelled to visually show people places and things they normally would not get to experience -- and what better way to do that then through filmmaking.

Following his stint with the band, Howard moved to California and quickly segued into film and television production.   Over the years, he has worked both in the States and Canada as 1st assistant director on more than 25 film and TV projects, many of which he also associate produced.

His credits include Happy Hour starring Anthony LaPaglia and Eric Stoltz, The Spreading Ground starring Dennis Hopper, The 4th Floor starring William Hurt and Juliette Lewis, Walt Disney Pictures’ Air Bud, USA Network’s When Danger Follows You Home, and Underworld starring Dennis Leary and Joe Mantegna, among many others.

Most recently, Nealey served as producer of Primetime Pictures’ first feature film, Cruel World, which stars Edward Furlong and Jaime Pressley.  Co-produced with Maverick Films, the film centers on a reality television show where being voted off costs you your life.  

Raised on a farm outside of Spokane, Washington, Nealey’s acting talent was recognized at a very young age and he landed numerous lead roles in community-theater.  Although his family hoped he would join the farming business, Nealey always knew that he was destined for the big city.  As a teenager, he found solace in playing basketball and was the star of the high school team.  He went on to play in college at Central Washington University, and upon graduation, was drafted to play the sport professionally in Australia, for the Burnie Tigers, with whom he played for 1 year.

Although Nealey excelled at basketball, he knew his calling was in the entertainment industry and he set out for Hollywood with high hopes of making it as an actor or stand-up comedian.  Just three short days after he arrived, Nealey’s outgoing personality and sense of humor landed him an audition for the reality-dating show, Blind Date. After his stint with Blind Date, Nealey went to work for Universal as a host for several of their international shows and specials, which had him traveling to far ends of the globe.  With numerous television credits, both in front of and behind the camera, Nealey felt it was time to move into the feature film arena.  He was hired by now partner, Howard, as a production assistant on the film Scorched, a dark comedy starring Gary Busey and Andy Dick, which will be released on DVD in 2005.  His role on the film soon expanded to that of co-producer.  Nealey and Howard’s tremendous synergy on-set sparked the idea of the two of them starting a company together and Primetime Pictures was born.
