SYNOPSIS

Dr. Scrotus: “Cara... I know where they are.”

When wealthy treasure hunter Cara Loft (LAUREN HAYS) is delivered a late night

invitation to meet with renowned art collector Dr. Scrotus (ROLAND LANZA), the sexy adventurer is thrust head-on into the greatest and most dangerous erotic adventure of her life... the search for the three sacred “wombs”.


Her mission... to find three ancient artifacts, sacred womb idols, that have been

spread out and hidden across the world to avoid any one man from reuniting them and tapping into their awesome power; the power of creation.  Cara knows the three sacred wombs all too well.  Searching for the wombs was the reason her brilliant archeologist father left her at an early age - a deadly pursuit that eventually led him to vanish mysteriously never to be heard from again.  


But not to worry, Dr. Scrotus has recently purchased a rare map that pinpoints the

location of the three sacred idols and their deadly protectors.  In an effort to follow her father’s dream, Cara reluctantly accepts Dr. Scrotus’ invitation and with her faithful servant Dylan (ROLAND LANZA), attempts to finish the quest her father died trying to undertake.

(ANTOINETTE ABBOTT) hot on her heels, Cara must travel to the scorching deserts of Arabia, the untamed jungles of Africa, and the mysterious mountains of Tibet in order to find the three sacred wombs.  But before Cara can take the idols from the mystical beings sworn to protect them, she’s going to have to prove she’s got the brains and the bombshell bod to do it!

THE CAST


LAUREN HAYS portrays Cara Loft, a wealthy and resilient treasure hunter who

is reluctantly thrust into an adventure that sends her across the globe to reunite three ancient artifacts that her father died trying to find.


An accomplished film and television actress, Hays’ credits include: “Thrills” 

(HBO TV series), “Crime and Passion”, “Playboy’s Sexcetera” (Playboy TV series), “The Alien Files”, “Hotel Erotica” (Cinemax TV series), “Stripper Wives”, “Temptations”, “Web of Seduction”, “Playboy’s Girlfriends 2”, “Club Wild Side”, “Dangerous Invitation”, “Digital Sex”, “Girls of the ‘B’ Movies”, “Trance”, “Hot & Wild”, “Erotic Westernscapes”, “The Great Bikini Off-Road Adventure”, “Mirror Images II”, “Bikini Bash”, and “Playboy’s Gen-X Girls”.


ANTOINETTE ABBOTT portrays Natasha, the sexy spy who is hired by

Dr. Scrotus to follow Cara Loft and, by whatever means necessary, make sure the three sacred wombs are brought back to him.


An up and coming model / actress, Abbott has been featured in numerous

 videos and cable television shows such as “Playboy’s Springbreak”, “ Playboy’s Wet & Wild Live ! Backstage Pass”, “Hot Body: Beverly Hills Naked Cheerleaders”, “Playboy Exposed: Amanda’s Naughty Pool Party”, “Playboy’s Roomates”, “Hot Body: Beach Party Girls”, “Playboy Exposed: Confessions of a Party Girl”, “Hot Body: Sexy Sports Special”, “Thrills” (HBO TV series), “Playboy’s Girlfriends”, “Young and Naked”, “Girl for Girl”, “Playboy Exposed: Naughty Wives Party”, “Naked & Naughty”, “Voyeur Confessions”, and “Playboy’s Girls of the Hard Rock”.


ANNIE BODY portrays Milla, a thief from the streets of Europe turned upper-class break-in artist, who is sent to deliver a mysterious invitation to Cara Loft from her late father’s employer Dr. Scrotus.


A talented video actress, Body is currently featured in dozens of erotic titles including “Over the Top”, “Inferno”, “Master of the Puppeteers”, “Over the Edge”, “The Ultimate Stretch”, “Bondage Vampires”, and “Sensual Confessions”.


And in a dual role, ANNIE BODY also portrays Statue Priestess # 2, a spiral

horned, golden statue warrior who is one of the protectors Cara must face for possession of the third sacred womb idol.


ROLAND LANZA portrays Dr. Scrotus, a mysterious and renowned art collector

whose search for the power of creation leads him to hire adventurer Cara Loft to locate the three legendary idols able to grant him that power.


A character actor, Lanza has appeared in many of Cyber-Scan's past film projects including “New Dawn”, and was seen on the Playboy Channel in a promo for “Thor” as the thundergod’s sidekick Thjalfi.


And in a dual role, ROLAND LANZA also portrays Dylan, a loyal and obedient 

servant to the Loft family who holds a lovesick crush for Cara.


SHALIMAR portrays the mystical and immortal Zulu Warrioress that Cara and

Dylan must face before aquiring the second sacred womb, an idol buried deep within a

mysterious mud pit found only in the wilds of Africa.


A versatile stage and screen performer, Shalimar, who can be seen performing

nightly in Las Vegas, has lent her dancing moves to a number of roles including bit parts in “The Crossing Guard”, “The Doors”, “NYPD Blue”, and was a featured winner on “Playboy’s Great American Strip-Off”.


CRYSTAL WHITE portrays Harem Girl #1, a beautiful woman sold in the black market as an exotic dancer to a nomadic desert prince.


A veteran video actress and web pin-up girl, White’s past credits include Showtime’s “Kama Sutra”, “Erotic Heat”, “Playboy’s Sexcetera” (Playboy TV series), “Elegant Angel”, “Girls Affair”, “Lip Service”, “Bedeviled”, “Passions Desires”, HBO’s “Plato’s Retreat”, and “Malibu Beach Girls”.


And in a dual role, CRYSTAL WHITE also portrays Statue Priestess # 1, a gold statue warrior who Cara must face for the third and final sacred womb, high in the mountains of Tibet.


GUSTAVO CARDENAS portrays the powerful Arabian nomadic Desert Prince whose royal family has been charged with watching over and protecting the first sacred womb idol.


An actor on the rise, Cardenas has appeared in a number of films such as “The

Nutty Professor” and “Austin Powers” in bit parts and was also featured in a variety of television shows such as “E.R.” as a patient dealing with domestic violence, and HBO’s “Dream On” as a drug dealer.

THE FILMMAKERS


RANDOLPH SCOTT (Director / Writer / Producer) will make his feature film

directorial debut with WOMB RAIDER.  Born in New York City and raised in Texas, after graduating as an accredited screenwriter from the Hollwood Scriptwriting Institute, Scott attended Columbia-Hollywood's film program.  Scott also went on to attend and graduate from UCLA’s film extension program, and out of a worldwide search, was awarded one of twenty four prestigious director fellow positions at the American Film Institute in Los Angeles.


After continued studies in UCLA’s producing extension program, Scott began

freelancing for various music video, commercial, and television production companies.  It was during this time in which he founded an independent production company called Cyber-Scan Productions, tailored to produce stylized action, fantasy, and sci-fi films.


Founded by Scott in 1993, Cyber-Scan Productions has successfully produced

numerous “in-house” and “work for hire” still and film projects including the sci-fi action thriller “New Dawn”, and the mythological action adventure “Thor”, whose promo was seen repeatedly on the Playboy Channel.


Moving from film production to film sales, Scott served as the director of

marketing and servicing for Vision Films, where he was responsible for handling worldwide feature film and documentary marketing and deliveries including titles sub-distributed for outside independent distributors such as Trident Releasing, Stranger Than Fiction, Quantum Entertainment, and The Asylum.  


After his tenure at Vision, Scott went on to Arama Entertainment where he

assisted in the worldwide sales and marketing of such films as “Marquise” starring Sophie Marceau, “Chapter Zero” with Penelope Ann Miller, and “Eminent Domain” starring Donald Sutherland and Anne Archer.


After turning down several lucrative deals in which Cyber-Scan would have

been “bought out”, Scott created a new production division within Cyber-Scan Productions named Cyber-Otix Films - dedicated to providing erotic action films featuring heightened production value and character development.  WOMB RAIDER marks the company’s freshman attempt.  In addition to directing the film, Scott also serves as a camera operator, co-editor, still photographer, and composer.


Scott currently resides in Los Angeles serving as an independent director / writer /

producer for Cyber-Scan Productions and as the President of Worldwide Sales and Marketing for Cyber-Scan Films.


ROLAND LANZA (Cinematographer / Actor / Producer) began his career in

independent films under the tutelage of his parents, Tony Lanza, a-well-known director and editor of such 60’s classics as “Squeeze Play” and “Glory Stompers” featuring Dennis Hopper - and Laura Lanza, a stage and screen actress who received critically acclaimed praise for her performance as the lead in the stage production of “South Pacific”.  Originally born in Hollywood, Lanza was soon relocated to Louisiana when his industry parents left the business to pursue other goals.  Drawn by their successes, in 1991 Lanza returned to Los Angeles to attend the film and television program at Columbia.


After graduating with a B.A. in Motion Picture Cinema Arts, Lanza spent several

years freelancing as an assistant editor with such companies as West Side Studios and Laurence Vision.


In 2001, after attending UCLA’s entertainment law program, Lanza founded SB

Productions, an independent video production company specializing in corporate and private digital video production and post-production.  Acting as the in-house cinematographer, Lanza would successfully shoot several projects with his company including the well received supernatural dv shorts “Alive In Dreams” and “Bootsy”.


Teaming up with director Randolph Scott, Lanza was responsible for co-creating the story for WOMB RAIDER, an erotic action adventure parody and freshman pic from Cyber-Otix Films.  Lanza also serves as the film’s cinematographer and is a featured actor portraying both Dylan and the villain Dr. Scrotus.


Lanza currently resides in Los Angeles serving as an independent producer and

cinematographer for SB Productions.


CHRISTOPHER ST. JAMES (Actor / Producer) is well known in the entertainment industry, with over 15 years of dancing and singing, and acting credits in over 30 films and numerous television shows.  Born in Canada, St.James received a hockey scholarship to the University of British Columbia, however, his dreams of becoming a professional hockey player fell to the wayside when a severe, life-threatening injury occurred.  Determined to go on, St.James fell back on his love for performing, and after moving to the United States, became a choreographer. Hitting the underground dance scene in Florida, St.James put moves together for music videos and shows across the country, and eventually throughout the world.


In the winter of 1990, St.James would once again shift his career goals by moving

to Los Angeles and pursuing a dream that began while attending University - to perform “on screen” as a film actor.  Catching the eye of major casting directors in Hollywood with his long blonde hair and devilish looks, St.James quickly made a name for himself with film credits such as “Requiem”, “Death Before Sunrise”, “The Vanishing”, “The Last Mile”, “Danger in Paradise", shot on location in Hawaii with Frank Stallone, and numerous television appearances.  However, it wasn't until a fateful casting by Cyber-Scan Productions that St.James’ future career as a producer would be set in motion.  The casting was for the lead in Cyber Scan’s independent film "New Dawn".  St.James won the role and portrayed Lt. Foster, a beleaguered resistance fighter who reluctantly saves a strung-out girl from her addiction.


Upon deciding that independent filmmaking, and subsequently deal-making,

were his next passions, St.James entered the world of finance.  Working under Bill O'Neil at the top financial paper, Investors Business Daily, St.James learned the inner workings of the investment world and stock trading.  Approached by Cyber-Scan Productions founder, Randolph Scott, to participate in the company’s newest venture, an erotic film division appropriately named Cyber-Otix Films, St.James quickly accepted, becoming the third producer on the freshman company’s first feature film project, WOMB RAIDER.  St.James also lends his acting talents on the film portraying Prince’s Guard #2 and Dr. Scrotus’ Henchman #1.   

     St.James currently resides in Los Angeles as a stockbroker and as an independent

film producer.

THE STORY

Setting out to make a film mimicking the high concept, low budget ones they

made in film school together, producers Roland Lanza and Randolph Scott crafted a fun, epic-in-scope, action-packed story that would call for a sexy, exotic world where for a refreshing twist, women would take the lead.


“I think the longtime trend of action films being only for men is changing.” says Scott.  “We wanted to make a film where the women weren’t just prizes but were the ones who were out there... exploring the world, having fun with one another, and not really caring about what the men thought.  In a way, like a James Bond film but with a twist, featuring women as the lead protagonists not men.”


Also featured in the script written by accredited screenwriter Randolph Scott,

a writer whose first script garnered a $50,000 pay-off option, was a daughter’s need to understand why she was abandoned by her father, Lord Loft, a brilliant archeologist who disappeared while searching for the three sacred wombs.  “I think Cara’s struggle with the relationship between her and her dead father is primarily centered around one thing... closure.  Anyone who’s ever been in a relationship that’s ended abruptly or without warning knows that before you can move on, you need to find closure of some sort.  How a person finds that closure can be done in a variety of different ways, and for Cara her closure is about getting to go on the journey her father went on, and finishing it for him since he died trying.  Along the way I think she realizes his reasoning for leaving her, which was to protect her and the world from a great power falling into the wrong hands.  Needless to say, that love for her father eventually leads to her having to take some serious action when she finds out how he really died. ”

THE PRODUCTION


Having met in 1990 while attending film school at Columbia, “indy” producers Roland Lanza and Randolph Scott brought the script to Cyber-Scan alumnus, actor Christopher St.James.  Upon reading the erotic action adventure script, St.James, who was brokering several financial deals at the time with a private investment firm, set the wheels in motion to commence raising the necessary capital required by the modest production.


“I immediately knew it was a project I wanted to be a part of,” says St.James. 

“The idea of making a film satire out of big budget action flicks, while blending humor and eroticism in as well, was extremely appealing.  It’s something that hasn’t been done well before.  Plus I had already worked with Scott and Lanza when I starred in a sci-fi short they made called ‘New Dawn’.  I’d seen what they could do with no money, so the idea they make a film with some financial backing supporting them was really exciting.”


With St.James aboard as the film’s third producer, WOMB RAIDER entered its 

pre-production phase.  “Basically we knew to keep this film different from all the rest in this genre, we needed to deliver a higher level of production value,” says Lanza.  “So Randolph and I started location scouting early on for ‘big’ locations.”  Enduring a feverish cold that at times, stripped him of his voice, director / writer / producer Randolph Scott and cinematographer / producer Roland Lanza, camera gear in hand, began a series of mountain treks that brought them in contact with wild deer, raging rivers, lack of food, and a startled mountain lion before finding the film’s locations.  “Boy I remember the way those birds shot up into the sky when we heard that growl.” 

Lanza recalls.  In the end, the duo would find the arid lands of Arizona and Southern California able to mock the deserts of Arabia, while privately owned land in Northern and Southern California would serve as the untamed wilderness of Africa.  “The really surprising location turned out to be Utah.  It was the most amazing place I’ve ever been and it worked great for a fantasy Tibet” says Scott.  


With locations out of the way, Lanza, Scott, and St.James began costuming,

prop making, building sets, casting, and locking funds for the production.  “At first it was really tough.  I mean, since we were trying to keep behind-the-camera costs down, we were basically doing everything ourselves,” says St. James, “It was all perseverance.”  “We had no life,” states Scott.  “And to save money some of us deferred our pay,” he smiles guilty.  “But you know, sacrificing, putting the film you’re working on first and foremost, and being passionate about it, I mean... at the end of the day that’s what makes good films.”  


Without looking back, the three producers undertook a two month period to 

prep everything needed for the intense and massive shoot that lay ahead.  “We managed to finally lock everything the day before shooting started... costumes, locations, our actresses, and the last of the money thanks to some quick thinking on Roland’s part,” says Scott.


With a bare bones crew, including Randolph Scott as the director and Roland Lanza as the cinematographer the three producers scrambled to keep the ambitious project from faltering.  “In fourteen days of shooting we shot in three different states, lost a massive set to a freak windstorm, were trapped overnight in a cabin during an intense rainstorm which made all the dirt roads leading to the remote location into cliffside rivers of mud, and dealt with several severe cases of poison oak caught while on location for the African portion of the film,”  says Lanza.  “It was a real challenge.”  A challenge that the trio of filmmakers would gladly face again.  “No doubt about it, it was rough,” says St. James, “but that’s all part of the enjoyment.  It’s about getting together with a bunch of creative people and working through adversity to finish a common goal.”


With shooting for the erotic / action / adventure WOMB RAIDER wrapping on

December 23rd, Lanza, Scott, and St.James took a moment to breathe before starting the

post-production process on December 25th.  “I think everyone is extremely pleased with how the film has turned out so far,” states Lanza.  St. James confirms, “It’s a great blend of humor, adventure, and sensuality.  Reflecting back on his feature length directorial debut, Scott states, “This film took a lot of heart and hard work from the actresses, and the crew, during some pretty tough conditions to pull it off and... I think in the end, it shows.”
