DIRECTOR’S STATEMENT:

Everybody has a dream. Everyone has been in a bad relationship. But what happens when you are young, struggling and your love life explodes? This is a two-part film that examines the love lives of 21st Century yuppies in the big city along with its pitfalls and highs. Sort of a Sex & the City for men as told by your typical guy – but don’t hold it against us as the characters are not always likeable, but they are always real. 

PRODUCTION NOTES:

A truly independent film made by filmmakers who gave themselves a "greenlight".

Filmed on a tight schedule – 3 weeks – the producers had to transform the project from a small, Non-LA based production into a larger budget production with bigger names including a remarkable ensemble cast including Zack Ward (BLOOD RAYNE 2, CHRISTMAS STORY), Jennifer Aspen (GCB, PARTY OF FIVE), Sarah Thompson (ANGEL) Clare Kramer (BUFFY THE VAMPIRE SLAYER), Victoria Pratt (MUTANT X), Tony Daly (GENERAL HOSPITAL), Colleen Camp (POLICE ACADEMY, ENTOURAGE), Steven Roy (SKIN WALKER), Golden Globe Winner Susan Blakely (POOR MAN - RICH MAN), Josie Maran (VAN HELSING, SPORTS ILLUSTRATED MODEL) and more!!

The film was a true collaboration between two up and coming directors and their seasoned cinematographers as they eschewed todays Indie down and dirty creed and actually shot these films on 35MM!  Wardrobe nightmares – clothing sponsors fell through at the last minute, the use of the fitting room was lost three days into the shoot—gave a high energy of stress to the producers and director.  But they pushed through and the end product shows no signs of the troubles behind the scenes.
